 District 36 Dirt Track Race Promoter Guidelines
Note:  This is not a comprehensive list but rather a tutorial.   Each promoter should be familiar with the rules of the AMA and District 36 Supplemental Operational Manual/Rulebook.
RISK MGMT. WORKSHOP: All promoters are required to have attended the AMA online workshop.  The content of this workshop is to train you on risk assessment for you and the AMA's risks.  Complete the workshop on-line at:  http://www.amadirectlink.com/organizers/resources/rmw/index.asp and submit the affadavit.

INSURANCE:  You must have $1,000,000 in Public/Spectator Liability and $1,000,000 Participant Legal Liability coverage from an insurance company approved by the AMA. In some cases, jurisdictions may require a higher limit, and a specific Named Insured listing. Insurance payment must be received 10 days prior to the date of your meet.

NOTE: Naughton Insurance has excellent coverage, including meetings, and other non race day activities and races.
ADVERTISING:  All publicity materials must be pre-approved by the District Dirt Track Steward. 

A.  Type of event   

B.  AMA, District 36 and title Sponsor logos   

C.  Date, day, and time of event   

D.  Opening and closing dates for entries  

E.  Practice times; state if no practice   

F.  Classes to be run; traction limitations   

G.  Location of event; directions if possible   

H.  Admission charge; total rider fee  

I.   Statement that: “Entry fee includes $3.00 LAO fee.”  

J.   Name of sponsoring club/promoter 

K.  Telephone number for information, cancellation, etc.   

L.   Type of pay-back for Semi Pro events   

M.   Rider Medical Insurance, yes or no   

N.  Spectators witnessing these events thereby assume all risks for any injuries or damages resulting there from.   

O.  A Sound test may be given at this event  

EVENT REFEREE:  Having a high quality referee with a thorough understanding of AMA and District 36 rules is imperative.  District 36 Rule 8.1 says it all:  “Events in District 36 will be under the control of the Referee and he shall be responsible for the entire meet.”  It's the single most important position in an event.   

MEMBERSHIP SIGN-UPS:  You need to be able to process AMA and District 36 membership applications and you need to forward the proceeds and completed applications to the appropriate bodies in a timely fashion. District 36 can supply you with a pre-event check list, so you have everything at your fingertips. Also available, is a club resources page on the District Website. AMA has a similar Club Resource page for AMA forms.
TROPHIES:  Promoters are required to award a minimum number of trophies, guidelines are in the District 36 manual.  (Current D36 rules are 1 trophy for the class and 1 trophy for every 5 riders.  See Rule 7.2)
FEES

ANNUAL FEES:

AMA Promoter Charter: $250

District 36 Promoter Charter:  $100 ($50 if paid at sanctioning meeting, but the $50 amount can be honored after Sanctioning meeting with Board approval).
District 36 Deposit:  $150 (refundable at end of season)

PER RACE FEES:

District 36 Rider LAO Fee:  $75  This is the total fee per event, but Dirt Track has an annual cap on this. This Legislative Action Office fee is used to protect our right to ride, including land use issues, political education, etc.
AMA Sanction Fee:  $100
Insurance:   $878 (If you go through Wells Fargo Insurance, but other options are available – carrier must be approved by AMA.)

POST-EVENT RESPONSIBILITIES

AMA applications & fees must be sent within two days of event
D36 white application copies must be sent within seven days of event.

D36 green application copies, event fee summary, and fees must be sent within seven days.

AMA Referee's and Injury reports must be sent to the AMA within (14) days of the meet. (If serious injury or death, the Injury Report must be sent the next day)

D36 Dirt Track Referee report must be sent to the D36 Dirt Track Steward within 7 days of event.

DT Steward can assist you on post reporting.
